comprehensive way to find and 
get articles.



To get to google scholar, type scholar into 
google or go to: http://scholar.google.com



Click on Scholar Preferences



In the “Library Links” box type New 
York University and click “Find Library”



Click “New York University Libraries (Get at NYU)” 
and then Click “Save Preferences” Once you do 

this once, you’ll never have to do this again.



Example, looking for an article Perry wrote 
where he discussed the buff agenda.  Simply 

type, “halkitis buff agenda” and then click 
search



Search Results- If you see “Get at NYU” it 
means you can click that link and get a copy of 

the article.



Clicking “Get at NYU” brings you to this 
window where you can download the 

article. And now you’re done. 
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
